SUBJECT:  Combined Federal Campaign and Special Disaster Relief Fundraising 

Due to the recent disaster, the Office of Personnel Management has authorized a special fundraising solicitation in addition to and separate from the CFC, that allows federal employees a one time voluntary opportunity to financially contribute to disaster relief efforts immediately by check or cash only.  It is important to note that almost all organizations involved in the special relief effort are also part of the CFC, wherein a payroll deduction option is available. 

The Combined Federal Campaign season is beginning.  It is therefore timely to state that federal employees now have the opportunity to voluntarily contribute through the CFC to local, national and international disaster relief, as well as other deserving human services and health related causes of choice, using payroll deduction, check or cash donations. 

 Historically, 90% of DoD contributions to the CFC have been by payroll deduction, an efficient and highly effective payment approach for supporting the CFC.  By virtue of its efficient and easily managed payment method, payroll deduction contributions are four times larger than cash/check contributions.  The ever-growing need for assistance that many CFC charitable organizations provide, underscores the value of contributions via payroll deduction.
